WishList Member- This is also a well-established membership platform
that provides plenty of features, including the ability to only allow
specific users to view private content and to allow specific users to
register to gain premium features; can integrate with your WordPress
site if needed: https://member.wishlistproducts.com/

DigitalAccessPass- This well-established membership platform works for
both WordPress-based and non-WordPress-based membership sites; can
provide “content dripping,” built-in file and download protection of
content you only want specific members to have, Amazon SES
integration, and the ability to process payments via PayPal, Stripe, or

MemberPress- This WordPress plugin enables you to use content dripping
in your membership site, coupons for members to get discounts, product

groups to enable dynamically generated pricing pages (i.e. the prices are

updated in real-time), sell digital products securely and accept payments,
and pause memberships: https://www.memberpress.com/

Cart66- This WordPress membership plugin is a full ecommerce solution
that enables you to sell both products and memberships, restrict content
based on membership level, use content dripping, use new content
notifications, and set up recurring billing programs: https://cart66.com/
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WP eMember- This WordPress membership plugin allows for easy
payments, upgrade notifications, and cancellations; it allows you to
create unlimited memberships and see any member’'s membership level,
and payment status; it allows for partial content display and
bookmarking specific pages within the membership site to access them
